Phe week ending Wednesday, Septem-
per 25. has seen two of the most clean-
cut iriumphs of the whole war.

Both were achieved on fronts which
have often been referred to wore or less
contemptuously as side shows, and side
shows they are in the sense that the de-
» battle of the war, when it comes,
will searcely be fouglit on either of them.

Attacking on a line familiar to anyone
who ever went to Sunday school, General
Allenby’s forces, assisted by T'rench
troops, broke the Turkish iine in Pales-
tine, enveloped, with the aid of Arab
forces, two whole ‘Turkish arm and
enptured upward of 25.000 prisoners-—a
prodigious total for an isolated front.

The viclory in Palestine means that

three disastrous crusades in the Middle
Agnes, has been definitely snatched from
Turk: yule. There may be other re-
sulte; what, for instance, does Constan-
tinople think of it?

Fqually freighted with great possibil-
ities is the Allied advance in Macedonia,
which has at one peint almost reached
Bulgarian  territory.

These quarters were fitted out withy;

well-stocked pantries, cosy stoves, well-
tended kitchen gardens, where cabbages
ahounded -— cverything calculated to
warm the heart of & mess sergeant.
There was only one form of discomfort,
This form of discomfort conld be found
hopping about every bed in the row.
The ohservation posts command a wide
sweep of Lorraine. Trom them the Ger-
mans could study the Allied back areas,
watehing every davlight move, the con-
vors creeping slong the roads looking
from Montsee ke beads strung on wind-
ing ribbons of yellow. Fine glasses they
had, of course, some of them so large
that they could aciually be seen from
American O.P.8 in the valley below.
The Germans, of course, know all there
is to know abont Montsec—except per-
haps one trivial paragraph in its history.
They do not know that one night last
winter a sergeant attached to the Intelli-
gonce section of an Amerlean division
went forth on a little private reconnais-
ance tour of “Germany,” and, just to be
able to say he had dome if, tiptoed and
erept his way to Montsee, and there laid
him down to sleep till the approach of
dawn. :
