The soldiers at-the base ports are go-
ing to Berlin, according to the official
meine on the subject, “over :imaginary
routes siarting from the base ports-and
terminating at’ thie *German capital”
The imaginary route, ltanay be said by
way of explanation, is that furrowed,
rocky path of success recommended by
the correspondence schools and reminis-
cent millionaires, the Highway of Hard
Labor. The route may be imaginary,
but the hard labor isn't:

Start at Seratch November &

Each of the base ports—there are nine
of them—will start at seratch on Novem-
ber 3, and will try to ouido_the others
in the amount of freight unloaded from
the bulging argosies which are arriving
in ¥France from the Unitéd States in
. platoons and companies. despite intima-
tions contained in the third act of “The
Xing and the Volcane” {great shipsink-
ing seene by 12 German submarines).

It is a contest approved by the Com-
manding General, §.0.8., and. everybody
else who has heard about it, incinding
the participants, and it will determine,
once and for all, who's who when it
comes to unloading ships. Also, it will
bring reward and recognition to the
hardest and most loyal toilers and speed
up, at the wharves of our base ports,
the Jotile neck of our Iong lines of com-
munjeation, «the handling of supplies
bound frontward.

The base ports have been slinging
challenges and statistics uat one another
for several months,

“If the Stevedores at B—— had un-
ioaded as much freight as we did,” say
the Stevedores at L——, “we would all
be back in the United States now, run-
ning for office in the Amalgamated So-
clety of Veterans of the European
War,” .

“I—" says Bew—, *may think it
can jugele freight, but they wouldn’t
have so much to say if they could see
our figures for last week.”

The “routes to Berlin” will be indi-
cated on charts to be hung in the mess
halls, Y.M.C.A. huts and other places
in the port cities and elsewhere in the

eight equal sections, FEach of these sec-
tions will represent the amount of work
—the amount of tonnage handled-thaf
ought normally {o be done at each port.
This Agure has been determined by tak-
ing_the average of the work done at

Progress ma.de by _the rival ports w 11
be totaled, converted into terms of “
tance toward Berlin” and talied up on
the chart weekly, If L~——, {or example,
handles in the fir§t week of the contest
one and one-fifth times as much freight
as was its weekly average in the last
eight weeks, it will be credited with
having covered the first of its laps and
2 {ifth of the second lap.

ALl om Equal Basis

In direct ratio to the work it does will
each port proceed toward Berlin. The
plan places all of the nine ports, irre-
gpective of comparative size, upon an
equal basis, as each will be judged and
graded according .to its own previous
record. The basis will be the same for
each—the basis of increased results.

Seven o’clock a.m., Sunday, Novem-
ber 3, is the starting hour for the con-
test. It will, of course, end when the
first team reaches Berlin.

An officer at cach base pori- will be
deslgnated by {he commanding officer
as “Contest Officer.” He will explain
the scheme to the men and safeguard
.the interests of his port in the competi-
tion, He will be assisted by a Y.M.C.A.
secretary, who will be a sort of umpire
and timekeeper. Moving pictures of the
men at work will be made by the Signal
Corps for exhibition- in the United
States and for the rest of the A E.F.

The base port which reaches Berlin
first will be awarded a pennant which
it can fly alongside the post colors or
from the forepesk of. its tallest ware
house.

During the contest the port which is
in the lead for any ofie week will be
allowed to fly a special banner signify-
ing its‘lead. This must be taken down
if it Joses its position. Brassards also
may bs worn by small unhs of men—
platoons, ie
who make the best showing at their re-
spective ports. .

There also will be prizes for individ-
uald in the final sum-up, and organiza-
tions, the number of which must not
exceed a platoon, which make the best
showing throughout the contest will be
rewarded with special ten days’ leave
of absence at a leave center to be desig-
nated later. )

The weckly progress will be announced
on Thursdays of the following week to
the participants, and the next day THE
STARS AND STRIPES will print it to
let the men at the front know how many
shells and cans of corned willy they can

Oversubscnptlon on Six Bil-
lion Issue Estimated as
. 150 Million

{ByCartuTo THE STARS AND STRIPES.]

AMERICA, Oct. 24—~—We went over
the top. To do it we had to raise one
billion dollars of the Fourth Ldberty
Loan on the last day of the drive, and
Unele in Washington has announced that
ihis trifling task was accomplished, with
some insignificant millions to spare—
probably about 150.

It was a Jockeying race, and a small
army of canny proletarians waited wntil
the last minute before digging into their
overalls and chucking out a few millions
more or less individually.

Thus, in New York one trust company
flipped 50 millions over the Federal coun-
ter, another 32 millions and three others
18, 18, and 16 millions respectively.

The list of individual and corporate
contributions in New York City the last
day whose subscriptions ranged {rom
three millions to one hundred thousand
dollars apiece filled a solid column in the
newspapers. Proportionate Jarge contri-
butions marked the last hours of the
drive everywhere.

Reports of subscriptions poured into
‘Washington so fast that the Government
army of statisticlans, typewriters and
financiers could not begin to keep up
with the avalanche and had fo hold up
their hands and report that the full fig-
ures could not be given out for sev-
eral days. The best that they can do
is to guess that 20 million subscribers
at least helped the loan along as against
18 million on the last loan, which we

Just now it is sported by only a few
soldiers~such g very fow thatonly a few
of us have scen them-—who worked a
pull with the top sergeant, the Scerctary
of State or somebody and got under way
for Eurone while most of us were trying
to find out whether ¥pres was the name
of a river or a French general. They
beat General Pershing here by a safe
margin.

There are 1,718 Yanks who will have
completed 18 months® service in Europe
before the end of October.

45,000 Three Stripes In January

The third service stripe won't hecome
very fashionable in the AEF. for some
iime, however. It will be severa! months
before their wearers won't have to stop
and explain to all inquisitive newcomers
ihat they didr't come over with Christo-
pher Columbus on his return journey.
At the end of November the number of
“three stripes” will be 13,979, by the
end of December 26,967 and by the end
of January 45230, It won’t be until
the end of April that the whole “first
100,000 will have been here 18 months.

But if three siripes are going to be
rare for awhile, one and two siripes on
the Iower left slecve will be numersus
enough. By the end of this month 117,072
will be entitled to two stripes and
360,565 to one, and from then on the
number of soldiers becoming eligible to
their first stripe will be from 8,000 to
10,000 a day. By the ond of December
1,000,000 officers and men will he en-
titled to one, two or three stripes,

YANK DiVISIONS
BATTLE IN FOG
ACROSS SELLE

Americans, Germans .and
Tanks Come Together
in Wild Mixup

~

A week ago yesterday morning, when
ithe darkness melted away into a beavy
fog that hid even the opposiie bank of
the narrow, breast-decp river Selle, hid
oven the railroad bank paralleling the
stream Dbehind which German machine
gunners “waited, and hid the blufi a
kilometer away where the Germans for
{wo days had been digging in, two
American divisions that in nine days
had fought their way 32 kiloweters past
the Hindenburg line found theraselves
at the zero hour of a new atiack,

‘These divisions, fighting with the
Fourth British Army, two days before
had come to an eager halt on the wost
bank of the Selle, south of the Le Cateau,
in front of the newly blasied walls of
S$t. Martin Riviére and Molain.

Now artillery was massed in the hills
behind them. There was a gun for cvery
25 yards. 'They poured down on the
opposite valley a tremendous load of
shrapnel and high explosive shells, and
all night before the gojng over time the
machine guns played on the misty slopes
where the enemy lay.

When ihe zoro bour came the dough-
boys tock -the riverside towns of St
Martin and Molain in their first rush,
and for five kilometers along ithe Selle
marched into the fog~—waded the river
or crosscd on the bridges which the
Engineers threw down.

For hours there was fought in that
blinding fog on the east slope of the

Contour Numbers Make
Place for Themselves in
American History

FOG AIDS CAPTURE OF 272

Lieutenant Born in Berlin Is One
Hero of Attack Against Re-
doubtable Crest

‘When the American conquest of Ar-
gonne recedes into history it will take
form as a dogged, inch by inch, foot by
foot fight for a desolate and difficult
land. And as the suecessive hilllops of
that land rise now above the all blanket-
ing Ociober fog that hides the valleys,
so memory will hold fast to certain hill-
tops that will rise sharp and clear above
the mists of time.

. These are certain crests, fiercely
fought for, fiercely defended, ficrcely
won. Each is worfhy of a Dlack cross
in {he table of our regiments, just as
conqguered planes are marked afier the

} victorious flyers” numes in the table of

our aviators.

Few of these bleak, forbidding hills
are aided on their way to fame by some
vivid, picturesque name, Dead Man’s
Hill, Montsce, Vimy Ridge, such phrases
cateh the popular eve and linger in the
memory. But it is not so with the name-
less cresis of Argonne.

Richene Hill, there is, to be sure, and
most valiantly was it stormed and won
on the east bank of the Meuse. And
then, of course, there i high Mont-
faucon itself. DBut, for the most part,
the Argonne hills are known c¢ach by the
contour figure which marks its height.

Numbers to Be Remembered

Yet, the Fngineers can tell a stirring |

tale of how they toek IFill 269, while
those who fought for Hill 272 apd Tl
288 and lived to tell the tale will never
forget those numbers in all their days.
And these are hut three out of many.

It was on October 8 that ILill 272 was
taken~—a great day in the history of a
great division which, in that - week,
moved stubbornly forward for six kiloe-

.meters over -a couniry so bitter and so

hotly defended that it made all its ear-
lier . hattlefields seem like fair play-
grounds, all its carlier advances scem
like joyous romps by comparison. The
hill itself was taken by the famous first
battalion of the old 16tk infaniry which
so distinguished itself under Sovissons
last July.

It would be almost true to say that
Hill 272 was taken by one liculenant,
a young licutenant of German birth,
serving his first term in the line. This
was Lieut. August F, Behrndt, who was
born in Berlin back in ibe carly '80's,
but who was complelely and hotly an
American schen the war came and found
him practicing law in Kansas City.

Finally Gets a Company

When his division pitched in near
Soissons, aud again at 8t. Mihiel, he
fumed a good deal because he was al-
ways assigned to the humdrum dutics of
supply and transportation. He champed| ¢
at the bit with his desire to lead a pla-
toon, and finally, in Argonne, his chance

AMERICA’S BIGGEST
BATTLE NEARS END
OF OPENING MORTE

Enemy Resists Desperately
as Argonne Fighting
Continues

STRIKING AT FOE’S VITALS

Meter Among Disputed Cresis-Is
Worth Mile of Ground Won
at St. Mihiel

The setting of tomorrow’s sun win
bring to an cnd the first month of the
Batile of the Argonne, which, measured
by the number of troops engaged, is far
and away the biggest batile in American
history,

It was at dawn on the morning of
September 26 that the first American
Army, moving swillly from the scenc of
its firse neal thrust at St Mihlel, struck
northwest of Verdun the blow that
the initial contribution of the batile
which blazed into sudden fury that weelk -
from Lorraine to the Norih Sea.

Sinee then the fighting has spread
1o the east bank of the Meuse, driven
the last Hiving uncaptured German from
his hiding place in the Argonne forest,
wrenched Iofty Montfaucon from Ger:
observers, swept in a group of pris
who now total many thousands, reclaim-
ed nearly 40 baltered villages, moved on
in some places to a depth of 17 kile-
meters, and breached at at ‘m=t two
points the Kriemhilde line,

NI

Heasured by Resistanco

But the success of this attck can
searcely be measured by tho:e conven-
tional signs. It must be measured
rather by the flercencss of the enemy's
resistance. It must be judged in Hu
light of the whole animated Allicd tine.

To the Americans, as it happens, was
assigned the task of striking at the en-
emy's vitals, striking whore it was
known he would defond himsclf most
passionalely. Ahead of the Americans
when they started forward a month ago
the German defensive lines converged
toward an eastern pivot like the siicks
of milady's fan, drawing close to provact .
the Meziceres- Longuyon railroad shutile,
which is the vital artery of Germany's
occupation. Break through in {he Ar
gonne and the whole tottering-Germun
machine in France would crumble to
pleces,

Hence the 30 German divistons, frosh
or weary, whole or decimated, that have
been thrown in to .dam the steady
Yankee Tide. Hence the angry fighting
through drenching rain and knee deep
mud, through swamp and forest, up
frowning hills, only to ment .mmh(.r Just
ahead-—on and on, inch by inch, foot by
foot. ¥For a meter in the Argonne is
worth a mile at St. Mihiel,

Gnawed, Hacked and Chewei

After the first fine rush there was no
swift movement. Rather it must he said
that the Yanks have gnawed their way
to the Kriemhilde line aund ihrough it,
hacked and chewed their way past thou-
sands of machine guns, {inding i,

mines exploding ien days after it had
been wrung from the enemy.

o the Yanks, not bursiing freshsinie
the fight as they @id at Chiteau-Thiorry
in June, but going in after a long cum-
mer and fall of hard fighting, has falls
the tough, unspectacular task of
Western Front. But they have slogi
on through acres of slimy mud, know
full well that one very good Tes

British and French were roping in thou-
sands of prisoners and remping over
many miles of liberated France wus be-
cause they in Argonne were drawing and
riveting there the best divisions that
budge(‘od Ludendorft could muster,

Of course, the mews of the German
peace gropings was flashed to the uiter-
most outpost in Argonne and rumor hs
run wild. ‘The Kaiser has abdicated
daily and Metz falls every afiernoon,
but on they have slogged, animated by
gizch orders as these, whieh were read
io one divislon as it pitched into battle:
